FORUM FOR CONTRACTORS SCHEDULED AT MCGUIRE
A forum for civilian contractors looking for work at the nation’s first three-branch joint military base will be held next month. The 2007 Small Business Procurement Fair is scheduled from 9:00AM to 1:00PM May 3rd at the Club on McGuire, Building 2705. Pre-registration is required.

The U.S. Dept. of Defense is consolidating Fort Dix, McGuire Air Force Base and the Lakehurst Naval Air Engineering Station. Military officials have said the private sector will handle a large portion of the creation of the joint base. Jeff Sagnip Hollendonner, a spokesman for U.S. Rep. Jim Saxon, R-3rd of Mount Holly, said the congressman’s office had received many calls from small businesses asking how they could get work at the mega base. Opening up the work to as many private contractors as possible made business sense, costs can be kept down by competition, Hollendonner said. The more (contractors) who are interested, the better. About $300 million in new construction is projected on the three bases in the next 10 years. About 2,000 military personnel, civilians and civilian contractors are expected to move to the merged installation by 2011.
