Bill Criminalizing Misclassification of Contractors Signed - Legislation that could land employers in prison for as long as 10 years if they knowingly misclassify an independent contractor was signed into law July 13 by Governor Jon Corzine. The law (P.L.2007, c.114) only applies to employers who are construction contractors. The law makes the misclassification a second-degree crime if it involves a contract valued at more than $75,000, a third degree crime for contracts between $2,500 and $75,000, and a fourth-degree crime for contracts under $2,500.
The law also puts the burden on employers to prove that they do not have an employer-employee relationship subject to New Jersey's employment laws. NJBIA opposed this measure. While the Association believes that intentionally misclassifying workers hurts both reputable employers and employees alike, NJBIA believes such violations should be punished with civil penalties. Hitting contractors with the same criminal penalties as some violent offenses goes too far. For more information, contact jrogers@njbia.org
“Pay-to-Play” Disclosure of Certain Contributions by Business Entities – A business must file an annual disclosure statement electronically with the State of New Jersey Election Law Enforcement Commission at www.elec.state.nj.us  to report contract information and reportable contributions it has made if:
1. A business  has received $50,000 or more through direct government contracts in a calendar year;

2. A business  has given over $300 to any State candidate or State office holder in a calendar year.
The due date for the first annual disclosure report for calendar year 2006 is September 28, 2007. For each subsequent calendar year the proposed due date is March 30th. Questions, call the State of New Jersey Election Law Enforcement Commission at 609-292-8700.
