LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

HVAC License - Governor Corzine has not appointed a Board to date. A Board is to be created before the legislation takes effect. 

Renewable Energy Systems - Legislation to exempt renewable energy systems, such as alternative energy generated by solar and wind power from property taxes was signed into law October 1, 2008 by Governor Corzine. Under the new law, accepted renewable energy sources include solar technology, wind energy, fuel cells, geothermal technology, and methane gas from landfills. The exemption is applicable to any residential, commercial or industrial building which has been outfitted with a certified renewable energy system. The Department of Community Affairs and the Board of Public Utilities are expected to adopt the standards that energy systems would be required to meet to qualify for the tax exemption, as required under the law. The law takes effect immediately.
