RESIDENTIAL HOT WATER & HVAC REPLACEMENT REBATE PROGRAMS

Marketing for the Residential/Light Commercial division started a few years ago with a 5 year workmanship warranty on new construction plumbing.  Success with that program led to the development of a Hot Water rebate program for existing homeowners.  Later the HW rebate program was expanded to include HVAC rebates for existing homeowners.  All signatory contractors to the Residential/Light Commercial agreement can offer a $75 Hot Water rebate and a $200 HVAC rebate when replacing an existing residential unit.  To date 483 Hot Water and 410 HVAC rebates have been processed to customers.

The League of Master Plumbers is vigilant on guarding the rules that govern the License of Master Plumbers in New Jersey.  The Board of Master Plumbers regulations 13:32-3.1 (d) which states every state-licensed master plumber whose name, New Jersey office address, place of practice or license number appears or is mentioned in any advertisement of any kind or character shall be presumed to have caused, permitted, or approved the advertising and shall be personally responsible for its content and character. The League checked Angie’s List, Craig’s List, Shoppers Guide, Newspaper ads, Yellow Pages, flyers and vehicles and reported 400 of those that mentioned Plumbing without a License number and name included.
