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ADMINISTRATIVE LAW - RULEMAKING - 01-2-7431 O'Shea v. N.J. Schools Development Authority, App. Div. (per curiam) (32 pp.) In this appeal, appellants Alan O'Shea and Mechanical Contractors Association of New Jersey challenge regulations promulgated by the N.J. Schools Development Authority Procedures for Procurement of Design Build Contracts for School Facilities Projects For the Schools Construction Program, pursuant to its enabling legislation. The regulations represent a valid exercise of the authority's powers, except for regulations related to short-listing, which are arbitrary and not authorized by statute. With the exception of the 'short listing' of certain contractors, the appellate division held that the NJ School s Development Authority 's design build rule is legal.  The appellate division heard the case on an expedited basis last year, but it took them until now to issue their decision.

NEW JERSEY TRAFFIC LAW  - www.moveoveramerica.com As of January 27, 2009, New Jersey’s “Move Over” law requires that all motorists approaching a stationary, authorized emergency vehicle, tow truck, highway maintenance or other emergency service vehicle that is displaying a flashing, blinking or alternating red, blue, amber or yellow light or, any configuration of lights containing one of these colors, must change lanes, safety and traffic conditions permitting, into a lane not adjacent to the authorized vehicle. If a lane change is impossible, prohibited by law or unsafe, the motorist must reduce the speed of his/her vehicle to a reasonable and proper speed that is lower than the posted speed limit and be prepared to stop, if necessary. Motorists who violate this law face a fine of not less than $100 and not more than $500. (C.39:4-92.2 and 39:3-84.6
