To be ready for any possible questions you may be asked about the EPA Lead Renovation, Repair and Painting Rule, view a Consumer Fact Sheet here. Print ads and PSA radio messages also are posted on the EPA Web site. Under the rule, any contractor who disturbs more than six square feet of lead-based paint on certain pre-1978 buildings after Oct. 1, 2010, must be Lead-Safe Certified.
